We want our uniform to set an
appropriate tone for education, support inclusion, to be readily available and represent good value

for our school community.

FOOTWEAR




We ask that the children wear sensible and comfortable black shoes, trainers or boots (no high
heels, flip-flops, Crocs etc.).

We would like all children to come into school in their PE kit on the day they are taught PE and
games (shorts/t-shirts/trainers).

However, we aim to be inclusive and want all children to access PE/games. Provided they are
sensibly dressed (particularly footwear), children will not be excluded from PE/games if they are not
wearing their PE Kit.
